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INTRODUCTION


The Asian Forum for Human Rights and Development (FORUM-ASIA) will organize the 5th Annual Asian Human Rights Training and Study Session jointly with the Center for Social Development (CSDS), Faculty of Political Science, Chulalongkorn University from October 7 – 27, 2001.

The purpose is to provide a comprehensive human rights course for activists in the region.
FORUM-ASIA as part of its efforts to strengthen the human rights movement in the region, has conducted several regional and national training programmes and workshops on human rights themes.  Based on these experiences and on the need expressed by members and others, FORUM-ASIA decided to design and conduct a comprehensive human rights course and the first course was held in 1997.
OBJECTIVES

· To facilitate reflection on values and attitudes required for human rights work.

· To enable participants to gain an understanding of history and development of human rights norms.

· To enable participants to reflect and respond to current debates on concepts such as universality and indivisibility of human rights.

· To provide an understanding of concept of gender equality and women's rights as human rights as well as facilitate integration of these concepts in regular activities and programmes of human rights organisations.

· To provide an understanding of international human rights standards and  mechanism on civil, cultural, economic, political and social rights. 

· To facilitate reflection on global, regional and national social, economic and political context and understand their impact on human rights promotion and protection. 

· To provide an understanding of the rights of the child.

· To provide an understanding of major issues and problems faced by vulnerable and disadvantaged groups and their rights (migrant workers, indigenous people, displaced & people living with HIV/AIDS).

· To contribute to strengthening knowledge, skills and increase the participants capacity to devise effective strategies for dealing with human rights issues and concerns (monitoring, education and mobilizing/campaigning).
· To facilitate increased solidarity and linkages among those working for human rights.
ASSESSMENT

Participants will be required to write and present a ten pages strategy paper at the end of the human rights training and study session.

Participants who have completed the course satisfactory will receive a Certificate of Achievement by Chulalongkorn University and FORUM-ASIA
COST OF THE STUDY SESSION


FORUM-ASIA will provide limited number of scholarships to cover the cost of the study session including travel expenses.   The remaining are expected to raise their own funds for attending the study session.  However, to those who are unable to raise the full cost of the study session, Forum-Asia may be able to waive part of the cost.  

Total cost of the study session for 3 weeks exclude travel expense is  US$2,000.00

WHO CAN PARTICIPATE


The study session is open to candidates for the countries in Asia.   Participants will be drawn from those working with issue of human rights, social justice, development and peace.  The program strives to achieve gender balance in the selection of the participants.

Each applicant should send the following documents:

2. A letter of recommendation from a person familiar with the candidate’s work 

   in human rights / development

Incomplete applications will not be considered.
